Aurora. Colpar remained at the Montview location for approximately five years before moving to its current location
at 804 So Havana in 1974.

In 1982, the Colies sold the business to Dick Wolf of HERC Enterprises (short for Hercules, | am told). Under Dick
Wolf, Colpar expanded to a second location in Lakewood. Mr. Wolf recently retired and has sold the business to
two of his two loyal general managers, Fred Beardslee at the Aurora shop and Keith Eastin at the Lakewood shop.
Fred officially took over the ownership of the Aurora Colpar Hobbies On Havana Street on January 15, 2010.

Fred Beardslee moved with his family to Aurora in 1965. The family purchased a home on Dallas Street close to the

Stapleton Field runway, which ran just north of 25" Avenue. Fred's father worked for United Airlines, as did many of
the people who purchased homes in NW Aurora in the 1960's. Fred began working at Colpar Hobbies in 1981, one
year before Dick Wolf purchased the business. Fred worked his way up to be general manager of the hobby shop.

The street rods need to be tested yearly in
order to be eligible for their summer race schedule around the country.

We will be working with The Aurora Sentinel on our 2010 Cruzin' Havana Car Show
Program. Havana Auto Parts is providing the 50" Big Screen TV as the poker run grand
prize. Watch our website www.OnHavanaStreet.com for sponsorshop information,
vendor and food booth application forms. Cruzin' Havana is a free event with no entry
or admission fees. Itis a benefit for the D.A.R.E. program and the Old Car Council of
Colorado.

January Tidbits: What's New On Havana Street
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The Next Steps for the Havana North/Fan Fare Renewal:

After three public workshops and a great deal of input from the steering committee,
stakeholders committee, business and commercial property owners, neighbors and city
staff, the draft of the Havana North Renewal Plan has been completed. The plan now

will work its way through the usual city approval process: PED&R committee, Planning
Commission, City Council Study Session, Aurora Urban Renewal Authority Board approval
and City Council Approval. This process will take several months. In the meantime, a
consultant is being hired to complete a blight study and phase | and Il environmental
testing on the renewal plan area. The area goes from Bayaud on the South to 6th Avenue
on the north and includes all commercial property bordering Havana on the east and
commercial property going back to Geneva Street on the west (the street behind Fan
Fare). We are hopeful that the blight study will start by April 1 and take 6-8 weeks to
complete. The ultimate short-term goal is an urban renewal area and plan for
environmental clean up, which we hope will be completed in the next 2-3 years.

Havana North Vision Statement coming out of the public visioning process: "Positively
influence the future of the Havana North Village Center by encouraging redevelopment that
creates a destination with high quality mixed uses and quality public spaces, that will
function sustainably for future generations." Stay tuned for updates as we move through
the city process.

Leasing Activity at Gardens on Havana Heating Up:

e Key Bank has broken ground on their 3,764 sf building on 1.06 acre pad just south
of Chick-Fil-A.

e Wells Fargo gained Planning Commission approval of their site plans to build a
7,500 sf bank with drive thru at the entrance to The Gardens on Havana at Wyoming
(Garden Drive on the East Side of Havana). The plan calls for tearing down the old
Wachovia building and putting up in its place a new, modern bank that matches the
design standards for The Gardens on Havana.

e Pacific Dental, Cricket and Modern Hair Salon will be doing tenant finish work the
next few months to get ready for their grand openings later this year. All three of
these stores are located on Garden Drive, a.k.a. main street.

e Negotiations are proceeding with a large mattress retailer to take one of the larger
store fronts.

e Miller Weingarten is working on a letter of intent from a very popular sandwich shop;
we cannot reveal the name until the LOI is executed.

e Negotiations are also proceeding slowly with another large anchor wanting to go into
the pad north of Sprouts--this will remain a secret until details can be worked out.

It's In Our Hands--2010 Census

Every 10 years, everyone residing in the United States
must be counted--all ages, races and ethnic groups, both
citizens and non-citizens. Watch for a postcard to come in
the mail in mid-February reminding you that the 2010
Census forms will be mailed out in March. This is a 10-
question 2010 questionaire that takes about 10
minutes to complete. Fair Warning--At a recent 2010
Census committee meeting, | learned that households
should complete the questionnaire and drop it in the

mail March 24 , using the postage pre-paid envelope

provided, to be sure to avoid having a census worker ITS IN OUR HANDS
knocking on your door in April.

| also learned that there have been some scams reported nationally where people are
going door to door claiming to be census workers to get your information. If

someone claiming to be a census worker is asking for your Social Security Number or Bank
Records, do not give out this information--this is your tip off that this worker is not
legitimate. The 2010 Census Questionnaire does NOT ask you for your SSN or bank
records!

Remember, the City of Aurora loses out on $875/year x 10 years ($8,750 total) for every
person that goes uncounted in Aurora. This money is used to fund many Federal
programs. Also remember that for every 1% of people in the country that do not return
their questionnaires and have to be visited by a census worker, it costs us taxpayers $92
million! So please "Take 10 in 2010" to fill out your census form.
